• Medium Security, Parish-level facility 
• Maximum Capacity = 1,252
• Employs Roughly 175 non-inmates
• Doubles as an ICE facility used to detain people while they await 

their appearances in immigration court.
• 8am-4pm visitation time, max of 2 hours
• Operates a TWP.
